Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Balance Sheet when
there is an enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a
net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Current tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from or paid
to the taxation authorities, based on tax rates and laws that are enacted or substantively enacted by
the Balance Sheet date.

Income tax is charged or credited to other comprehensive income if it relates to items that are
charged or credited to other comprehensive income. Similarly, income tax is charged or credited
directly to equity if it relates to items that are credited or charged directly to equity. Otherwise income
tax is recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

Judgments in applying accounting policies and key sources of estimation uncertainty

Impairment of investments

The Company reviews investments in subsidiaries and other investments for impairment if there are any
indications that the carrying values may not be recoverable. The carrying value of the investment is
compared to the recoverable amount and where a deficiency exists, an impairment charge is considered
by management.

The recoverable amount represents the net assets of the investment at the time of the review or where
applicable is represented by an estimate of future cash flows expected to arise from the investment. A
suitable discount rate is applied to the future cash flows in order to calculate the present value.

Reversals of impairments are recognised where there is a favourable change in the economic
assumptions in the period since the provision was made.

Recoverability of amounts owed by group undertakings

The Company reviews the recoverability of amounts owed by group undertakings by reviewing the net
assets of the counterparty. If the counterparty has net liabilities a provision is made by management for
the amount considered irrecoverable.

Auditors' remuneration

Fees for audit services have been borne by other group undertakings. It is not practicable to ascertain
what proportion of such fees relates to the Company.

Staff costs

The average monthly number of employees, including the Directors, during the year was nil (2021 - nil).
The Directors of the Company are also directors of a number of the group's fellow subsidiaries. The
Directors received total remuneration of £967,380 (2021: £1,063,343), which was paid by various fellow
subsidiaries. The Directors do not believe that it is practicable to apportion this amount between their
services as Directors of the Company and their services as directors of fellow subsidiary companies.

The above amount does not include remuneration in respect of one director (2021 - one) who does not

receive remuneration from the Company or any of the group's fellow UK subsidiaries.
